Wisconsin A Firearms Safe Disposal is a service to the
community where unwanted firearms are surrendered
eliminating any chance of a firearm being used for
destructive purposes. All firearms are disassembled
on site according to the Bureau of Firearms, Tobacco
and Alcohol guidelines.

Congregations hosting a Firearms Safe Disposal
receive excellent training through the Presbyterian
Peace Fellowship (PPF).
Participants attending
the five zoom training
circles receive helpful
information covering,
safety measures, set

up and traffic control, BlaCkSlnlthlng

promotion, and staffing for a successful Firearms Demonstrations
Safe Disposal event. The PPF offers training circles
four times each year.

Guns to Gardens, Wisconsin began its
affiliation with the nationwide movement
in 2020. The purpose of Guns to Gardens,
Wisconsin is not limited to, but primarily engages
congregations from all Christian denominations
through biblical and theological presentations
and dialog, assisting with Firearms Safe Disposal
events and transforming guns into garden tools
at on-site blacksmithing
demonstrations.

Observers of a forging/demonstration are
invited to ponder the meaning of transformation
as gun parts are transformed into garden tools.
A propane fired forge about the size of a small
microwave oven, a seventy five pound anvil,
and hammers and tongs make it possible to
demonstrate turning guns into garden tools
at church sites, public parks and other
gathering places.
