From 1991-2012, Sister Beata was a
hospice nurse providing end of life care in several rural Mississippi communities: Hospice
of Central Mississippi, Jackson; Whispering Pines Hospice, Jackson; Hospice Ministries,
Ridgeland, serving out of its branch office in Forest.

In June of 2012, Sister Beata returned to Fond du Lac to reside at St. Agnes Convent until
moving to Nazareth Court and Center in February of 2017. Frail health necessitated her
move to St. Francis Home where she was cared for until the time of her death.

Sister Beata was preceded in death by her parents, George and Genevieve Reiser, her
brother, George Joseph Reiser, and her brother-in-law, Samuel Paniccia.
